Immunization Changes for the 2009-2010 School Year

There has been a change in the Im-
munization requirements for the
upcoming school year. One change
may affect your student at Bow
High School. “When a child is 11
years of age or older, and it has
been 5 years or longer since the last
documented dose of a tetanus toxoid
containing immunization, the child
shall receive a one-time dose of

tetanus, diptheria, acellular pertus-
sis (Tdap) vaccine”. There are ex-
ceptions to this requirement for reli-
gious exemptions or if there is a
medical contraindication to the per-
tussis vaccine, in which case the
child shall receive tetanus diphthe-
ria toxoid (Td) vaccine and then
boost every 10 years with Td.

Please check with your health care
provider to be sure your student is
up-to-date with the Tdap vaccine
and be sure to forward a copy of the
immunization record to my office. If
you have any concerns or questions
please don’t hesitate to contact me
at 228-2210 x334, Leslie Bean, BHS
School Nurse.

Student Assistance Program

All assessments will be two hours long. Students will be required to stay in both their assessments for the full two
hours. Please remind them to bring a book or some work to do in the event they finish them before the end of the pe-
riod.

There will be two assessment periods each day. Each assessment will be proceeded by a thirty minute review period.
The review periods will be from 7:30am to 8:00am and from 10:15am to 10:45am. Assessments will be held from
8:00am to 10:00am and from 10:45am to 12:45am. Teachers will be available for students from 12:45pm to
2:50pm each day. Students must be prompt for all of their assessments. Students who are late will not be
admitted. Late students must report to the office and meet with the principal or assistant principal be-
fore make-up will be approved. A student must have a pass from the main office in order to be admitted
to the make-up assessment. If a student is absent, parents must call and notify an administrator of their
child’s absence and the reason for the absence.
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Final Assessments will cover all the information presented during the year. The assessment will cover all of the work
covered since January in second semester classes. The assessment will be counted as 10% of a semester class grade or
a full year class grade. In a full year class the final and the midterm will be added together for a total assessment
grade counting 20%.

There will be no exemptions from final assessments.

Students will only be required to be at school during their assessment periods. Students who do not have an as-
sessment must either be in a designated area of the school or must leave school property. No one will be
permitted to loiter on or around school grounds during assessments. The following areas will be open for stu-
dents during assessment periods. The cafeteria will be open for leisure studying and the library will be open for seri-
ous, quiet studying.
